PRE-ASSEMBLY PREPARATION

Before you start:

Choose a clean, level, spacious assembly area. Avoid hard surfaces that may damage
the product

Take care when lifting. Product should be assembled as near as possible to the point of
use

Ensure that you have all required contents for complete assembly

Always read the assembly instructions carefully before beginning assembly.

Keep all hardware parts and packaging out of reach of small children.

Do not over tighten the screws and bolts as this may damage the threads

Please prepare work area as instructed in page 2:

To Assemble Armchair:

Foreword: Main aim in assembly of this product is to have it level and to save you undoing bolts
to correct level. Do not tighten any bolts until all bolts are fitted.

Please note 3 sides of the seat frame have holes drill completely thru frame, these holes will
aline with back frames which have thread holes. With help from a second person aline back
frame thread holes with hole in seat frame, take bolt together washer insert thru hole in seat
frame and into threaded hole in back frame. To seat bolt correct by hand turn bolt 2-3 times
until bolt has gripped. To test pull back gently on bolt. Fit remaining three bolts, once all bolts
are seated in thread correctly you may by hand continue to thread bolt in.

DO NOT TIGHTEN FULLY.

This function is to stabilize product before you continue in same manner and fit the other two
(2) back frames. Once all twelve (12) bolts are fitted ensure frame is on a level surface, now
take tool provided and start to tighten bolts. One bolt each backrest and rotate around until
complete. Warning do not over tighten as you may cause damage to threads. Assembly
Complete.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Varieties of materials are used in construction of “Outdoor” furniture range.
All will require some form of maintenance to extend the life of finishes and general appearance.
Please see below instruction unique to your chosen product.

Valera Construction;
Aluminium Frame:

Tempered Glass: With textured
Acrylic Fabric:

Powder Coated Aluminium;
Powder coating is simular to a painted finish, the metal is coated with a paint powder then is
past thru a kiln to bond and harden paint onto metal.

Please follow below for regular cleaning
Bucket of warm water with a soft clean cloth or sponge, clean metal in one direction, do not rub
excessively. Ensure to pat dry as water drop will leave a mark on paint finish.

Glass;

Used is tempered for your safety; best results are to use table cloths, placemats & coasters to
avoid scratching surface. Keep dust free, clean underside of glass with a soft clean cloth. Use of
normal glass cleaning product is permissible but please rinse surrounding areas with clean
water to avoid damage to paint on aluminium frame

Fabric Information

Fabrics used in outdoor product are not made of any special type of material; they do however
use blends of common materials such as polyester, olefin & acrylic which perform best for
intended purpose. These fabrics are not impervious to fading or mould, ensure cushions are
always dry and put away when not in use.

Fabric Maintenance

It is important to keep fabric free of dust and or debris. Please vacuum regularly.

Spot cleaning warm water & soft soap solution, sponge onto affected area till clean rinse area
with clean sponge, pat dry with a soft clean cloth.

Stubborn stains may be removed with fabric cleaner or if available steam cleaning is ok
providing covers are left on filling and on gentle setting.

Note;

Do not use bleach or solvent based cleaning product. PH Neutral cleaning products only.
Machine wash with maximum 40 degrees Celsius or hand wash only.

Rinse thoroughly with clean water and air dry or tumble dryer on low temperature.

For ironing, use max temp 150 degrees Celsius. Avoid steam pressing

Do not dry clean.




CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Definition of Regular Cleaning;

Numerus factors can influence the time frame for cleaning, depending area you live in, the
weather, positioning of the product (fully protected, partial protection, fully exposed to the
elements). You will need to monitor yourself to establish the cleaning requirement for your
unique situation.

Areas with high salt content and or pollution will require the most frequent cleaning.
To reduce some maintenance you should buy and use an outdoor cover to protect your
furniture from the elements when not in use.

Please be advised that continues exposure to the elements will reduce the life of finishes
and fittings.

* Place in close proximity to open flame or heaters.

* Leave spills or food, clean off immediately

* Pull loose thread, cut them instead.

* Sit or lean on arms or top of chairs

» Stand on chair or bench's

* Stand on table tops

* Place heavy objects on table tops

* Place objects such as pot plants as a display piece on tables recommend weight
restriction for table top is 60kg across the table
